And the device also has a whole array of safety
options including voltage and current limitation
protection, short circuits protection, anti-discharge
protection, over-charging protection and over
-heating protection.

The powergorilla is £150.

The company has also announced the
solargorilla, which is claimed to be the "ultimate
renewable powerstation for your notebook, mobile
phone, iPod and many more devices".

It uses photovoltaic solar panels and all the user
